In English, Irregular verbs are verbs that do not follow the “add ‘ed’ rule. Usually, for regular verbs in English, we use “ed” to

change verbs to past tense. Irregular verbs may not use “ed” for past and perfect tenses. Below is the SECONDARY list of
irregular verbs in English.
